3. If ANY of the horses at your barn, showing or non showing, have a
higher than normal temperature, you must not bring ANY horses to
Meadowlarke North, please leave ALL horses home.

4. Unless warming-up/showing we ask that you keep your horses time in
the arena/ring(s) to a minimum. While waiting for your classes, please
either have your horses in your horse trailer or rented stalls.

5. Have horses tacked before entering buildings, and don’t bring in any
other riding equipment, blankets etc. unless absolutely necessary. This
reduces possible contamination of surface areas inside, or, of your
equipment.

6. No nose-to-nose contact with other horses that are not from your barn.
7. No sharing equipment between horses not in your barn.

8. Please bring your own water or if using the barn hose don’t touch it to
your bucket to avoid contamination.
